Letters of collaboration should be limited to stating the intent to collaborate and should not contain endorsements or evaluation of the proposed project.

Note that letters of collaboration are different from letters of support. Unless required by a specific program solicitation, letters of support should not be submitted. Proposals that contain letters of support not authorized by the program solicitation may be returned without review.  

This document provides general guidelines. Make sure you read the solicitation for your program for specific requirements for letters of collaboration.
